Working
backward from end of #W2 mathematically, their 1263.5 days would begin at the
last 1/3 of T3 (108.5 days), through T4(315 days), and #W1/T5(420 days) and
#W2/T6(420 days), total 1263.5 days. After they were resurrected at the end of
#W?2, then the Woe #3 - the final of the WoG - 420 days, 7 golden bowls, each bowl
would be 60 days, assuming they are spread evenly over the 420 days, ensued.

He laid hold of the dragon, that serpent of old, who is the Devil and Satan, and
bound him for a thousand year; (R20.2)

Then I stood on the sand of the sea. And [ saw a Beast rising up out of the sea,
having seven (7) heads and ten (10) horns, and on his horns ten (10) crowns,

and on his heads g blasphemous name. (R13.1)

All who dwell on earth will worship him (the Beast 7-10-10), whose names have not
been written in the Book of Life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.
(R13.8)

Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls came and talked with me,

And this Beast 7-10-10 aka Scarlet Beast, and the Beast 2HL aka the false prophet
were captured in R19.20 and cast alive into the lake of FIRE (LOF); they were
cast into the LOF before the 1000-year reign of Christ, right after they made war
with the Lamb but were defeated (R17.14, R19.11)

Whereas the dragon, Satan, the devil, was cast into the LOF after the 1000-year
reign of Christ and after the FINAL Battle he made agaist the beloved city of God;

And he exercises all the authority of the first beast (the Beast 7-10-10) in his
presence, and causes the earth and those who dwell in it to worship the first beast
(7-10-10), whose deadly wound was healed. (R13.12)

He (the Beast 2HL) performs great signs, so that he even makes fire come down from




heaven on the earth in the sight of men. (R13.13)

And he (the Beast 2HL) deceives those who dwell on the earth by those signs which
he was granted to do in the sight of the first beast (7-10-10), telling those who
dwell on earth to make an image to the first beast (7-10-10) who was wounded by
the sword and lived. (R13.14)

He (Beast 2HL) was granted power to give breath to the image of the first beast,
that the image of the first beast (7-10-10) should both speak and cause as many
as would not worship the image of the first beast (7-10-10) to be killed. (R13.15)
He (Beast 2HL) causes all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and slave, to
receive a mark (of the first beast 7-10-10) on their right hand or their foreheads.

And [ saw a woman sitting on a scarlet beast (R12.3) which was full of names of
blasphemy, having seven (7) heads and ten (10) horns. (R17.3)

The woman™* was arrayed in purple and scarlet, and adorned with gold and
precious stones and pearls, having in her hand a golden cup full of abominations and
the filtiness of her fornication.

“For true and righteous are His jusgments, because He has judged the great harlot
who corrupted the earth with her fornication; and He has avenged on her the blood
of His servants shed by her.” (R19.2)

Again they said, “Alleluja! Her smoke rises up forever and ever!” (R19.3)

And the twenty-four elders and the four living creatures fell down and worshiped
God who sat on the throne, saying, “Amen! Alleluja!” (R19.4)

Then a voice came from the throne saying, “Praise our God, all you His servants and
those who fear Him, both small and great!” (R19.5)

And I heard, as it were, the voice of a great multitude, as the sound of many waters
and as the sound of mighty thunderings, saying, “Alleluja! For the Lord God
Omnipotent reigns!

Having the glory of God, Her light was like a most precious stone, like a jasper stone,
clear as crystal. (R21.11)

Also she had a great and high wall with twelve (12) gates, and twelve (12) angels at
the gates, and names were written on them, which are the names of the twelve (12)
tribes of the children of Israel: (R21.12)

Three (3) gates on the East, theree (3) gates on the North, three (3) gates on the
South, and three (3) gates on the West. (R21.13)

Now the wall of the cith had twelve (12) foundations, and on them were the names of
the twelve apostles of the Lamb. (R21.14)

And he who talked with me (one of the seven angels* who had the seven bowls ) had
a gold reed to measure the city, its gates, and its wall. (R21.15)**

The City is laid out as a square; its length is as its breath. And he measured the the
city with the reed: twelve thousand furlongs*.

And the street of the city was pure gold, like transparent glass. (R21.21)

Then I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, “Now salvation, and strength, and the
kingdom of our God, and the power of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our




brethren, who accused them before our God day and night, has been cast down.
(R12.10) (John 12:30-32)

And they overcame him (the Devil) by the Blood of the Lamb and by the Word of
their testimony (for me it was in July 1987), and they did not love their lives to the
death. (R12.11)

Therefore rejoice, O heavens, and you who dwell in them! Woe to the inhabitants of
the earth and the sea! For the devil has come down to you, having great wrath,
because he knows that he has a short time.”** (R12.12)

**Notes: this "short time” is from Jesus’ Crucifixtion on the Cross to now, until
the 2rd coming of the Lord. AD to date, 2020 ... (1948+70 = 2018; 1948+80 =
2028; 1948+100 = 2048) and likely before 2048, I believe.

Then a voice came from heaven, saying, “l have BOTH glorified it and will glorify
it again.” (John 12:28)

Now when the dragon saw that he had been cast to the earth, he persecuted the
Woman (Israel) who gave birth to the male CHILD (Jesus). (R12.13)

But the Woman was given two (2) wings of a great eagle (USA), that she might fly
into the wilderness to her place (Jerusalem, Israel), where she is nourished for a
time, and times, and half a time (1+2+0.5 = 3.5 years) from the presence of the
serpent.
